Explain mentioning relevant
provisions.

b) Discuss the provisions of the Durniti Domon Commission Bidhimala, 2007 relating to lodging of
complaint concerning an offence of corruption.

¢) In a case instituted by the Durniti Damon Commission the Special Judge convicted and sentenced
X and Y. X appealed to the High Court Division against that judgment and order. Are Y and
Durniti Domon Commission necessary parties to the appeal? Answer briefly.

2. a) Discuss the powers and responsibilities of Bangladesh Financial Intelligence Unit in the
suppression and prevention of money-laundering offences.

b) In Bangladesh, 11&]J Corporation Bangladesh Ltd. and SR Trading India Ltd. jointly operate a
business of manufacturing and marketing fruit juice by importing fresh fruits from abroad. SR
Trading India Ltd maintains an office in Canada. On 20/02/2022 this joint venture company sent
Tk. 200 crore with proper banking channel to Canada office of SR Trading India Ltd. for import of
fresh fruits from Canada. On 15/03/2022 SR Trading India Ltd. sent fresh fruits worth Tk 50 crore
and informed that, due to low production, rest Tk. 150 crore has been sent to Bangladesh with
proper banking cannel in favour of H&J Corporation Bangladesh Lid. as dividend for the current
year. The said Tk. 150 crore has been deposited to the bank account of X, the Managing Director
of H&J Corporation Bangladesh Ltd. X bought a plot of land measuring 10 katha at Gulshan in the
name of his wife. Y. In this incident, determine the liabilities of and mention punishment for the
parties concerned under the Money-Laundering Protirodh Ain, 2012,

¢) What is the procedure for disposal of property confiscated under the Money- Laundering Protirodh
Ain, 2012 What is the relief of a person aggrieved by confiscation?

3. a) What offences are triable by a Special Judge according to the Criminal Law Amendment Act,
1958? Mention the provisions of transfer of appeal, revision and cases under the Act.
b) Define Public Servant in accordance with the Criminal Law Amendment Act, 1958. What are the
provisions relating to appointment of Special Judges?



¢) The managing committee of an MPO-listed non-government school filed a case against an
Assistant Teacher of that school for forgery of graduation certificate and obtaining job by
submitting the same. The Special Judge convicted and sentenced the accused under sections
420/467/468/471 of the Penal Code. 1860. Does the Special Judge have jurisdiction for trial of the
accused? Answer with reference to relevant laws.

b) A victim is provided with financial assistance from fund established by the Government under the
Manob Pachar Protirodh O Damon Ain, 2012, Can that victim get such assistance under other law
or from any non-government organization subsequently concerning same fact? Explain.

¢) X and Y living in Kuwait, executed such a written agreement with Z that they would provide D, a
16 year old daughter of Z, with a handsomely salaried joh in Kuwait and Z would pay Tk. 5 lac to
X and Y. Accordingly X and Y received Th. 5 lac and sent D to Kuwait. But instead of providing
any job, X and Y detaining D in a room in Kuwait forced her to prostitution. Who can lodge
complaint about such incident? If the allegation be true, ascertain the criminal liability of X and Y
under the Manob Pochar Protirodh O Damon Ain, 2012.

a) When can a police officer search and seize with warrant and search, seize and arrest without
warrant under the provisions of the Digital Nirupotta Ain, 20187

b) "It is an offence to propagate on digital media anything against the spirit of the war of liberation of
Bangladesh."-Explain along with definition of ‘spirit of war of liberation' in the light of the
relevant section of the Digital Nirapotta Ain, 2018.

¢) X posted on his Facebook account, beyond the knowledge of Z, a statement written by Z. mocking
a particular religion. In this circumstance, determine the criminal liabilities of X and Z under the
Digital Nirapotta Ain, 2018.

a) Discuss the provisions relating to forfeiture of computer materials connected with commission of
offence punishable under the Digital Nirapotta Ain, 2018. What is meant by Upotto Bhandar' and
programme” according to the said fin?

b) Are all the offences punishable under the Digital Nirapotta Ain, 2018 cognizable and bailable?
Mention the relevant provisions.

¢) Trial was pending against X in the Cyber Tribunal for charge of offence of section 55 of the
Tothyo O Jogajog Projekti tin. 2006. Afterwards, the Digital Nirapotta Ain, 2018 came into force.
By which tribunal and under which law the case against X he tried?

10 thousand as subscription from D, a driver of a passenger bus, by

putting him in fear of death brandishing an active pistel. They forcibly drove the bus away after

the driver had refused to give money. Thereafter, Highway Police recovered the bus after arresting

X, Y and Z and seized pistol from the possession of X. Charge sheet was submitted against all the

accused persons under section 4 of the Ain-Srinkkela Righmokari Oporadh (Druto Bichar) Ain,

2002 and section 19A of the Arms Act. 1878. Mention the provisions of law regarding Courts

competent for trial of the aforesaid offences.

What is 'Bill of exchange as per the Negotiable Instruments Act, 18817 Mention distinctions

between 'Drawer’ and 'Drawee’ and between 'Inland instrument” and "Foreign instrument'

fine for the amount mentioned In the cheque. Determine the legality of the said Judgment and
order in appeal.
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
