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Part A: Answer any three (3x20-60)

Discuss about the place of suing for immovable and movable property mentioning the relevant
provisions of the Code of Civil Procedure, 1908.

K and L filed a suit against M in the Court of the Assistant Judge, Daulatpur, Khulna for partition
of immovable property. The suit was decreed on contest. It was found at the time of hearing of
the appeal against the decree that the suit ought to have been filed in the Court of the Assistant
Judge, Sadar, Khulna instead of the Court of the Assistant Judge, Daulatpur and L did not sign in
the plaint. In this context, highlight on the duty of the Appellate Court mentioning the relevant
provisions of the Code of Civil Procedure, 1908.

In a Money Decree Execution Case the executing court attached a property upon application by
the decree-holder. X, being aggrieved by this, filed an application under Order XXI, rule 58 of
the Code of Civil Procedure, 1908 for releasing the property from attachment on the plea that the
property was not attachable. Explain, in brief, the procedure for the disposal of the petition of X.
Discuss the powers of the Court relating to amendment of pleadings; judgment, decree or order
and defect or error in civil proceeding with reference to the relevant provisions of the Code of
Civil Procedure, 1908.

In a suit the Court orders that the insufficient stamp-paper to be supplied within 21 days from
date, failing of which the plaint be rejected. The plaintiff, on the 25th day of the Order files an
application for additional 7 days time for supplying the necessary stamp-paper on the plea that he
could not supply the same in time due to the death of his mother. Opine about the maintainability
of the application mentioning the relevant provisions of the Code of Civil Procedure, 1908.

"An executing Court cannot go beyond the decree"-Discuss, in brief, exception to this principle.
What are the reliefs against dismissal of suits under Order IX, rule 2, 3 and 8 of the Code of Civil

due from X. What is your opinion about the legality of Y's claim?

What are the conditions the applicant is required to fulfill for obtaining an order of temporary
injunction? What limitations have been imposed on granting interim or temporary injunction by
the Code of Civil Procedure, 19087 Comment on the jurisdiction of the Court in granting relief
against disobey or breach of terms of temporary injunction.

What is the effect of filling of a suit on behalf of a minor without next friend? What would be
done by the Court in appointing guardian for a minor defendant in a suit under to the Code of
Civil Procedure, 1908?
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"The jurisdiction to decree specific performance is discretionary.”-Explain with illustration as per
the provisions of the Specific Relief Act, 1877.
K, out of natural love and affection, makes a settlement of certain property on his brothers and
brothers' issues, and afterwards enters into a contract for selling of the same to a stranger. Can K
enforce specific performance of the contract? Discuss in brief, mentioning the relevant provisions
of the Specific Relief Act. 1877.
K contracts to sell certain land to L for Tk. 50,000/=. Afterwards K conveys the land to M for Tk.
60,000/=. M had notice of the original contract. Can L enforce specific performance of the
contract against M?
