Part A: Answer any three (3x20=60)

a) Discuss the procedure of trial of offences under the Nari O Shishu Nirjaton Damon Ain, 2000.
Can an Additional Sessions Judge be appointed as a Judge of the Nari O Shishu Nirjaton Damon
Tribunal as per the said Ain?

b) 'B' and his girlfriend 'G' captured a video of their intimate moment on 'B's mobile. 'Y" stole the
mobile of 'B' and sold that video to 'O' who was an admin of a Whatsapp group titled 'Pompom.
'O’ published the video on internet. Being depressed by that incident, 'G' committed suicide.
Determine the liability of 'B', 'O" and "Y' under the relevant provisions of the Nari O Shishu
Nirjaton Damon Ain, 2000.

¢) Write short notes under the Nari O Shishu Nirjaton Damon Ain, 2000:

i) Presence of witnesses in the Tribunal;
ii) Prohibition on publishing acquaintance of a woman or a child oppressed in news media.

a) What is the provision regarding Magistrate’s power to record statement at any place under the
Nari O Shishu Nirjaton Damon Ain, 20007 What are the punishments for rape and death in
consequence of rape under the said Ain? Discuss mentioning the relevant provisions of law.

b) Charge sheet was submitted against 'X' and "Y' for the offence under section 12 of the Nari O
Shishu Nirjaton Damon Ain, 2000. X' was arrested during investigation; but became absconding
enjoying opportunity of bail before taking cognizance by the Tribunal. "Y' remained absconding
all along. In these circumstances, what procedure is to be followed by the Tribunal to continue
trial against X" and 'Y? Answer referring to relevant provisions of the Nari O Shishu Nirjaton
Damon Ain, 2000.

¢) On 10/01/2015 'X' was convicted of committing sexual oppression to "Y' and was sentenced to
suffer for 5 years Rigorous Imprisonment and a fine of Tk. I lac by the Nari O Shishu Nirjaton
Damon Tribunal. The amount of fine could not be realized, since X' did not have property worth
Tk. 1 lac. Subsequently, on 08/01/2020 X' acquired property worth taka 2 lac by inheritance. In
such a situation, what is the procedure to realize the aforementioned amount of fine? Answer in
light of the relevant provisions of the Nari O Shishu Nirjaton Damon Ain, 2000.
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Discuss the powers, environment and facilities of the Shisu Adalat under the Shishu Ain, 2013.
Are the facilities provied in the Shishu Ain, 2013 sufficient? Assign reasons in support of your
answer.

Describe the provisions relating to the participation of the child in court proceedings in light of
the Shishu Ain, 2013.

Ascertain the role of Probation Officer in resolving a dispute by 'diversion'. Describe the
consequence of failure to comply with the order of 'diversion’.
