Part A: Answer any three (3x20-60)
a) Discuss the principle of 'part performance with illustration as per provisions of the Transfer of
Property Act, 1882.

b) "Transferor cannot convey a greater title to transferee than he himself has."-Is there any
exception to this principle? Discuss with reference to the relevant provisions of the Transfer of
Property Act, 1882.

c) A, B, C and D obtained a decree from a Court against X for his failure to repay taka two crore
which he took as loan from A, B, C and D. But X transferred his certain property to C and D,
through which the loan of C and D was repaid. On the other hand, having got no money A and B
applied to the Court for setting aside the said sale. Is the sale liable to be set aside? Answer with
reference to the relevant provisions of the Transfer of Property Act, 1882.

a) What do you understand by Tenant at will' and "Tenant at Sufferance'? Mention the difference
between Lease’ and Licence'?

b) "No property can be transferred to a person who is not in existence at the time of such transfer.”
Discuss the concept and its applicability with exceptions referring to the provisions of the
Transfer of Property Act, 1882.

¢) X, in spite of having sons A and B, transferred a property to Y on condition that Y would enjoy
the property during his lifetime and on the death of Y the successors of Y would enjoy it.

Mention the provisions of the State Acquisition and Tenancy Act, 1950 putting bars to Civil
Courts jurisdictions in respect of alteration of rent or determination of status of tenant or incident
of tenancy; alteration or determination of rent; determination of rent-rates or settlement of rents
or omissions in that; consolidation of holdings and against jurisdiction of the Land survey
Tribunal relating to the finally published record-of-rights.
