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Poet Kazi Nazrul Islam Called himself a 'rebel', and declared that he would not cease to fight
till all oppressionals in the world had been put to an end. He made friends with terrorists,
young men and women who believed in armed struggle. He sang opening songs at political
gatherings, addressed large conferences and travelled the length and breadth of Bengal
inspiring people wherever he went. He brought out a bi-weekly that breathed and preached
violence. As a result the British Government put him behind the prison bars. We have more

than one reason to be grateful to Kazi Nazrul Islam.
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
